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The American College Testing Pro-
gram (ACT) is a college entrance and
placement test used by many col-
leges and universities in the United
States. The ACT is also a portion of
the PSAE test taken by all Illinois stu-
dents during their junior year. It
measures verbal, reading, science
reasoning, mathematical, and writing

abilities.

In order to help prepare stu-
dents for the ACT exam, an ACT test
preparation course will be offered at
Plainfield South High School. While
enrolling in a test preparation course
does not ensure higher scores, it can
help students attain their testing po-
tential. This course will be taught by
PSHS faculty, trained by Cambridge
